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T Dre Hello! Here | go reading again! In a very

provocative article | read this week the author
talks about a particularity and makes some "in your face" state-
ments... all true, but none-the-less unexpected to read in a pub-
lic forum (which is not to say his thoughts do not belong in a
public forum!). He talks about some things just not being able
to happen by the thought and efforts of only one person... that
some things can only happen if "we" decide to make them hap-
pen. Then he writes, "People have to choose to be Christian.
It won't happen to us by accident.”

It seems to me this particularity is good for the "general." For
example, if both sides of the aisle in our Congress want to make
something happen for the good of we-the-people, then each of
them and all of them have to choose to make it happen by some
means, including things like dialogue, honesty, trustworthiness,
compassion, servanthood, respect, and compromise. It will not
happen by accident...only by intention.

The same is true for a business, a family unit, a community,
a team (any kind of team), and a not-for-profit organization
(including a church), plus for any individual. Whatever it is,
we have to choose to make it happen.

When something is desired to happen, is wished to happen,
or needs to happen, and a group of people are involved, then
together the group needs to "choose to make it happen.” Itis
supremely difficult for one person in that group, or collective, to
both choose to make it happen and then actually make it hap-
pen. Itis a group effort...a group decision...a group enterprise...
and everyone is needed. (See Joshua 24:15.)

The transformation of any group or organization needs lead-
ers, of course. However, the genuine transformation or realign-
ment or re-visioning into a new and better entity must be the
choice of most if not all members of the organization or group.
And once the "choice" is made, the train needs to depart the
station with everyone on board and everyone helping shovel
the coal into the furnace. (pardon the metaphor)

St. Paul spent his life trying to get people, or remind people,
to "choose to be Christian" and not just wait for it to happen to
them by accident. He desperately wanted the people to
"choose to be Church"...each of them and all of them. His
letters are full of reminders and encouragements.

| dream of the time when we, as a country...as Christ's
Church...and as Memorial Christian Church, choose to stand
together in shaping a future blessed by our Lord and ripe with
possibility for the good of all.
